Lucky Day Collection: Spring for a Book

As you walk through the front doors of the Library, one of the first things you'll see is the Lucky
Day Collection, on top of our New Fiction shelves.

This collection of fiction and nonfiction titles is a first-come, first-serve selection that allows
library visitors the chance to come into the library and find a book that has a long waiting list.
Books in the Lucky Day Collection cannot be placed on hold, so when you find and check out a
book that you would normally have to wait weeks or months to get, it's your lucky day!

The Friends of the Joplin Public Library have funded the Lucky Day

Collection since 2023. Last year's “Spring for a Book” fundraiser, which
brought in $2,550, funded the collection and the Friends are sponsoring

the same fundraiser this year as well.

With funds raised, librarians purchase extra copies of the most popular titles. They research
which books are most popular and those requested the most by JPL patrons. Lucky Day
Collection books are for in-person circulation only. Titles can be checked out for a two week
period.

This year's Joplin Reads Together title, The Lager Queen of Minnesota by ). Ryan Stradal, is set
in the Midwest. Encompassing a large area of the United States, this area includes the states
of lllinois, Indiana, lowa, Kansas, Michigan, Minnesota, Missouri, Nebraska, North Dakota,
Ohio, South Dakota, and Wisconsin.

Earlier this year, a call for entry was released to our community requesting they create works
of art based on their experiences or impressions of the American Midwest. Encompassing a
variety of style and mediums, as well as interpretations of life in the Midwest, we received 26
pieces of art in answer to the call. My Midwest will be on display in the Local History area of
Joplin Public Library through April 27th, in conjunction with the Joplin Reads Together event.
